ALESSANDRO STENICO

Alessandro Stenico has an Italian father and a Norwegian mother. His analysis of sculpture is personal and original. In this sense it lies outside the usual aesthetic parameters by conserving his originality while at the same time carrying on a 900 year tradition. 

Within the sphere of such an important particularly Italian tradition regarding sculpture, represented by Arturo Martini, Alberto Viani and above all Marino Marini under whose guidance Stenico studied at the Brera Academy in Milan, Alessandro has developed his own personal expression linked to continual formal and plastic analysis , overcoming every apparent dichotomy  regarding abstract and figurative. His work is linked to original expressive forms , rediscovering all the symbolic primitivity he is deeply interested in.

The fundamental characteristic of his artistic expression is his intense feeling regarding the medium used. Above all he is attracted by hard Norwegian granite rather than by ‘soft ‘ Carrara marble. He works energetically ‘in loco’ without employing workers which many sculptors do and have done for a long while. The suffused irony which appears in a lot of his work – noticeable mainly in his terracotta production which is more expressive – enables him to happily continue his work.
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
